CLASS 1 9 yrs and under. ** PC Introductory Dressage Test 2007 ** 1ft 6in (46 cm)
CLASS 2 OPEN NOVICE PC Novice Dressage Test 2004 2ft (62 cm)
Horse & rider combination NOT to have won more than TWO Pony Club Classes before the date of the Show
CLASS 3 10 & 11yrs PC Novice Dressage Test 2004 2ft 3in (69 cm)
CLASS 4 12, 13 & 14yrs PC Novice Dressage Test 2004 2ft 9in (84 cm)
CLASS 5 15 -25 yrs PC Novice Championship Dressage Test 2005 3ft  (91cm)
CLASS 6 OPEN PC Dressage Test 2004 3ft 3in (99cm)

Anyone wishing to be considered for Area Competitions will be required to enter this Class

CLASS 7 PAIRS Dressage to Music (Music on CD only, please)

Competitors may enter either

A. Classes 1-6 Combined Training (Dressage with Show Jumping) ENTRY FEE £10 per class

or

B. Classes 1-6 Dressage only ENTRY FEE £6 per class
Class 7 Dressage to Music ENTRY FEE £8 for the Pair

CLEAR ROUND JUMPING running ALL DAY  £3 (or £5 for TWO ROUNDS)
SHOW JUMPING ENTRY FEE £5 per class

Please note that Classes 8 & 9 may be run between the Jumping of Class 5 and the Jumping of Class 6

CLASS 8 OPEN NOVICE (Rider any age) 2ft  (62cm)
This Class will be split into JUNIORS and SENIORS if numbers permit
Horse & rider combination NOT to have won more than TWO Pony Club Classes before the date of the Show

CLASS 9  JUNIOR Novice Showjumper of the Year Qualifier. Open to any pony/
horse of any height who HAS NOT WON A TOTAL OF £50 under BSJA rules, ridden by
any rider 16 years and under on 1 Jan. 2007. Jumps not to exceed 75 cm.

CLASS 10 SENIOR Novice Showjumper of the Year Qualifier. Open to any pony/

horse of any height who HAS NOT WON A TOTAL OF £75 under BSJA rules, ridden by

any rider 17 years and over on 1 Jan. 2007. Jumps not to exceed 85 cm.
N.B. Any horse or pony which has won a Todd's final in previous years may NOT qualify for the final again, although they
may continue to jump in the earlier Todd's classes if the rider wishes.

- Hats to EN 1384, PAS 015 or Snell E2001 must be worn at all times when mounted, with the
chin strap fastened.

+ Rosettes to 6th place. Trophies will be awarded to Lancaster & District Branch members only.

« Competitors who are Pony Club Members must obtain written permission from their D.C. before the use
of spurs will be permitted.
Only blunt spurs without rowels or sharp edges may be worn. If the spurs are curved, the curve
must be downwards and the shank must point straight to the back and not exceed 3 cm in length.
